I have subscribed to a very helpful publication for many years. It’s 
called The Clergy Journal. It was edited for a long time by the late 
Lutheran Pastor Manfred Holck, a resident of Austin. 
 

Is it just a coincidence that the most recent issue is titled 
“STEWARDSHIP” as we are in the midst of our “Imagine  
Generosity and Ministry Beyond Belief” emphasis? 
 

In the lead article by Richard Klopp and William Enright, they write: 
“American congregations are being stretched in new ways by an eco-
nomic recession, the depth and length of which is impossible to predict. 
Clergy are being called upon to think out loud and reflect theologically 
on issues of money and financial security as they help congregants grap-
ple with the relationship between faith and finances in a world numbed 
by institutionalized consumerism. 
 

As difficult as these times can be, there is an opportunity here for those 
who would seize it — the opportunity to make conversation, preaching, 
and teaching about the faithful use of money and possessions a hall-
mark of their ministries. Congregations can benefit greatly from ascer-
taining where they stand, learning all they can about what others are 
experiencing, developing congregational coping mechanisms, and con-
tinuing to reach out to those in need. They can do all this while inviting 
members to ‘live the vision’ that binds them together as God’s people. 
 

Clergy  can and should courageously face these issues with their  
members.” 
 

God’s Word, the Bible, is filled with encouragement for us all as 
God’s people. Today, I am reading from St. Paul’s first letter to 
Timothy (6:18-19): “Do good, be rich in good works, generous, and 
ready to share, thus storing up for yourselves the treasure of a 
good foundation for the future, so that you may take hold of the life 
that really is life.”

To 
grab on to that plate and pray that God find our gifts acceptable 
will never be taken out of the service.  
 

This next Sunday as the plate passes in your row, grab on to that 
shiny brass receptacle, pause and pray that God would accept 
your gifts as an honest expression of love and sacrifice. It’s offer-
ing time!

Telling Our Story—Joel and Audrey Lehman 

 

My wife, Audrey and I grew up knowing the importance of God in 
our lives. Our parents nurtured us to love and care for family mem-
bers and for our neighbors as well. 
 

We see the importance of faith in God in our marriage, in our every-
day lives, and we have tried to share that with our children and 
grandchildren. We made God first in our family by regular participa-
tion in worship and Sunday school, and by helping in our commu-
nity.
