JOIN THE Austin Unemployment Group [AUG]

In response to the current recession and community need, a new
career support group and networking initiative called Austin
Unemployment Group [AUG] has been launched at Shepherd of
the Hills Lutheran Church for the Austin Community.

The mission of the Austin Unemployment Group is to provide
career management training and opportunities for networking and
support with the goal of individuals obtaining fulfilling employment.

A series of free workshops began January 11th in the Fellow-
ship Hall at Shepherd of the Hills Lutheran Church, and will
continue at 6:30 p.m. on the 2nd and 4th Monday of every
month. Workshops will cover such subjects as resume writing,
working with recruiting, interviewing, job search strategies and
negotiating, as well as more subtle topics such as dealing with
psychological change and self-assessment.

One Saturday morning a month, resume development will be
explored in depth.

Organizers of AUG at Shepherd of the Hills hope that other area
churches and businesses will join this new venture in our commu-
nity. We desire to create a program for the Austin area that is both
caring and meaningful. We invite you to be a part of this exciting
ministry. There are many ways that you can participate in AUG:

¢ Come and learn from our career experts.

¢ Refer people to the program who are
unemployed or underemployed.

¢ Volunteer as a meeting host, small group
facilitator, or vocational expert.
