                                        “United In Love!” 
 
Dear Friends in Christ: 
 

Enclosed in this newsletter is an abbreviated summary of the  
recent Assembly of our Southwestern Texas Synod held May 16-17 
in McAllen. (Note: A more complete report will be in the June Vista 
publication. This issue will be available online only, as a cost-
saving measure at:  www.swtsynod.org/the_vista_issues ) Repre-
senting our congregation as elected lay delegates were Philip 
Drake, Laurie Donovan, and Joel Lehman. Pastor Lynnae and I 
were clergy delegates. 
 

The theme for this Assembly was “United in Ministry— God’s Work. 
Our hands.” 
 

In our Synod, we have 178 congregations. We are all members of 
the greater Evangelical Lutheran Church in America with 10,448 
congregations, representing 4,709,956 baptized members. 
 

I am thankful to be a part of a church that certainly has a diversity 
of people, but expresses a unity of purpose in our mission and min-
istry. We may not always agree on everything, but we do agree on 
one thing that is certainly the most important thing which is: “God 
so loved the world that he gave his only Son, Jesus” (John 
3:16) so that everyone might know the saving grace of a loving 
God. 
 

As I sat in our church this past Sunday worshipping with you, the 
Word of God spoke so strongly to me as part of the prayer of Jesus 
in Saint John’s Gospel, Chapter 17, was read. After church, I went 
to my office and read the whole prayer and these words particularly 
touched my heart:  “May they be one as we are one … as you, 
Father, are in me and I am in you, may they also be in us … so 
that the love with which you have loved me may be in them, 
and I in them.”  (John 17:11, 21 & 26) 
 

At the Assembly we were able to save on hotel costs by staying 
two nights at a nearby Roman Catholic Campus Ministry Student 
Center adjacent to Pan American University in Edinburg, Texas. 
Wasn’t this an expression of the love of God that unites us even 
with our “differences” as Christians? 
 

If we are to be true to the mission that Jesus has given us, we will 
not only be unified in the church, but we will be a unifying force in 
the world. As Jesus prayed:  … “I have sent them into the world 
… so that the world may believe that you have sent me.” (John 
17:18 & 21) 
 

A bishop of the United Methodist Church, Minerva Carcano, tells about  
being raised on a small farm outside the South Texas town of Edinburg. It 
was there that she learned that God’s love knows no barriers. Mr. Johnson, 
a black man, bought the field adjacent to their farm. He had plans to put his 
cattle there and raise his family there. This man spoke no Spanish.  
Minerva’s father spoke no English. The black man belonged to an inde-
pendent African-American Baptist Church. Minerva’s father was a Hispanic 
Roman Catholic turned Methodist. They became very close friends in spite 
of their differences! Ten years later, Mr. Johnson died. Minerva Carcano’s 
family attended the funeral. The Baptist Church was filled with Blacks, His-
panics, and Anglos. The entire town was represented. Mr. Carcano’s and 
Mr. Johnson’s love for each other had touched that little part of the world in 
the Rio Grande Valley of Texas. 
 

Bishop Carcano says:  “Being ‘one’, as Jesus and God are ‘one’ is not so 
much about who we are, the language we speak, the color of our skin, or 
any other difference and barrier. Being ‘one’ in the unity of God and Christ 
is about the kind of love that Jesus teaches and models for us.” 
 

Jesus Christ is still praying for us that we will be united in love for 
God, in love for one another, and in love for the whole world!  The 
“Day of Pentecost” which we observe this Sunday celebrates 
the unifying power of the Holy Spirit (Acts 2:1-21).

Southwestern Texas Synod Assembly Report

             “United in Ministry – God’s work. Our Hands,” the 18th synod assembly of the Southwestern Texas Synod, was 
held May 16-17 at the McAllen Convention Center in McAllen. 
 
             Those attending the assembly included 118 rostered voting members, 253 lay voting members, eight non-voting 
member (voice without vote) and 69 visitors for a total of 448 assembly participants. 
 
Resolutions 
 
             The assembly considered eight resolutions: 

♦    Resolution on the Cherish Our Children Initiative -- calls on the synod to establish a ministry team 
charged with implementing the ELCA Message on Commercial Sexual Exploitation – adopted. 
 
♦    Resolution regarding the Separation Wall on the United States-Mexico Border – encourages congrega-
tions to commit themselves to pray, learn and act for peace and justice in the U.S./Texas-Mexico border 
communities – adopted. 
 
♦    Resolution regarding the Rules of Organization and Procedure for the 2009 Churchwide Assembly – 
that any action to come before the 2009 churchwide assembly regarding changes in current policy and prac-
tice for the rostering of pastors, diaconal ministers, associates in ministry and deaconesses shall require a 
two-thirds vote for adoption – adopted. 
 
♦    Resolution rejecting the Proposed Social Statement on Human Sexuality and Affirming Current Teach-
ing Documents on Sexuality – defeated (166 Yes, 182 No, by written ballot). 
 
♦    Resolution rejecting Recommendations on Ministry Policy and Affirming Current ELCA Policy – adopted 
(193 Yes, 157 No, by written ballot). 
 
♦    Resolution concerning full implementation of the Churchwide Strategy for engagement in Israel and 
Palestine – to memorialize the churchwide assembly to reaffirm this church’s commitment to peace-making 
in the Arab-Israeli-Palestinian conflict – adopted. 
 
♦    Resolution requesting the formation of a commission to study and develop plans for the formation of a 
new Lutheran church from within the ELCA – to appoint a commission to study and bring a proposal for the 
development of a new Lutheran church from within the ELCA that would allow conscience-bound individuals 
and congregations of the ELCA to affiliate with a new Lutheran church body that aligns with their 
conscience-bound understanding of Scripture, with the commission to be composed of individuals who do 
not agree with rostering of same gender persons living in or hope to live in a lifelong, monogamous, same 
gender relationship – defeated (144 Yes, 215 No, by written ballot). 
 
♦    Resolution of Thanksgiving – to thank and express gratitude to all who made the assembly possible – 
adopted. 

 
Budget 
             The assembly adopted a budget for the 2010-2011 fiscal year calling for revenue of $2,262,000 and ministry 
expenditures of $2,253,350. The synod’s fiscal year begins Feb. 1 and ends Jan. 31.

Elections 
             The assembly elected Heidi Franzen, Faith, Seguin, as treasurer of the synod. Her four-year term will begin Sep. 1. 
 
Compensation Guidelines 
             The assembly approved 2009-2010 clergy compensation guidelines. Additional components approved by the 
assembly include supply preaching at $150 for one service and $200 for two services and interim ministry at $30 per 
hour for ministerial services. 
 
Bible Studies and Worship 
             Four Book of Faith Bible studies were presented throughout the assembly. Worship services throughout the 
assembly included Compline on May 15, a service of Holy Communion on the morning of May 16, and a service of Holy 
Communion prior to lunch on May 17. The May 16 service included music by El Mariachi de la Basillica de San Juan. 
Music at the May 17 service was provided by the orchestra of First, Edinburg, the brass ensemble from The University of 
Texas—Pan American, and a massed assembly choir. 
 
ELCA Churchwide Representative 
             David Swartling, secretary of the ELCA, was the ELCA churchwide representative at the assembly. Secretary 
Swartling expressed thanks for the mission support shared for churchwide ministries by synod congregations in 2008, 
which totaled more than $1,080,000. 
 
Conversation on Proposed Social Statement on Human Sexuality 
             An optional non-plenary conversation on the proposed social statement “Human Sexuality: Gift and Trust” and 
the “Report and Recommendations on Ministry Policies” was held prior to the assembly plenary session on May 17. 
 
Assembly Offering 
             An offering of $70,272.67 was received at the assembly to support seven faith-based projects that work to make 
systemic change in the fight against poverty. The offering will support Casa Bugambilia in Matamoros, Mexico; Nueva 
Vida in Mexico and San Juan; Colonia 21 de Marzo in Reynosa, Mexico; an English Language Program in McAllen; New 
Creation Community in Nuevo Laredo, Mexico; Women’s Co-op in El Cenizo; and Casa Marianella in Austin. 
 
Assembly Without Walls 
             Assembly participants had an opportunity to experience ministry and life in the Rio Grande Valley through five 
Assembly Without Walls trips on the afternoon of May 17. The five tours included Migration, Immigration and Colonias; 
Healthcare; Border Wall and the Environment; Housing; and the Basilica of Our Lady of San Juan del Valle. Two 
concurrent breakout sessions were held at the convention center, including conversation with ELCA Secretary David 
Swartling and a forum on professional ministries. 
 
Cross Trails Ministry 
             Meeting as the corporation of Southwestern Texas Synod Outdoor and Retreat Ministries, dba Cross Trails 
Ministry, voting members heard that 2,236 youth and adults participated in a summer camp program, representing a 14 
percent increase from 2007, and that 2,593 attended a Cross Trails Ministry retreat. In 2008, Cross Trails had total 
operating revenue of $967,719 and total expenses of $967,218. Charles Oertli was reelected as an at-large member of 
the board of directors. 
 
2010 Assembly 
             The 2010 synod assembly will be held May 1-2 at the New Braunfels Convention Center in New Braunfels. 
 
             This report is a summary of assembly actions and does not contain minutes of the assembly. A full report on the 
assembly will be available in the June issue of The Vista.
