This year on Reformation Day we will be  
remembering another great Reformer:   
Dietrich Bonhoeffer.  The following is an ex-
cerpt from Bonhoeffer: 

... 31 October 1943 
 

éToday is Reformation Day, a feast that in 
our time can give one plenty to think about. 
One wonders why Luther's action had to be 
followed by consequences that were the ex-

act opposite of what he intended, and that darkened the last years 
of his life, so that he sometimes even doubted the value of his life's 
work. He wanted a real unity of the Church and the Westðthat is, 
of the Christian peoples, and the consequence was the disintegra-
tion of the Church and of Europe; he wanted the "freedom of the 
Christian man," and the consequence was indifference and licen-
tiousness; he wanted the establishment of a genuine secular social 
order from clerical privilege, and the result was insurrection, the 
Peasant's War, and soon afterwards the gradual dissolution of all 
real cohesion and order in  
society.
